Minter’s Farm 2017 CSA Program 
Thank you for joining our CSA Program. After a DRY 2016, we are looking forward to our third CSA Season and the challenges it will present. There will be many hurdles we’ll traverse through, but please bear with us as we try and give you the best CSA shares as possible!
For those who don’t know, Minter’s Farm is a 5th generation farm in South Fayette County. We’re located just off of GA Hwy 92 South (about 4 miles outside of Fayetteville) in a town called Inman. Roughly 16 acres are farmed here on Hill’s Bridge Rd (most of our fruits with a few vegetables grown here as well) and the vast majority of our vegetables are grown on additional Minter land – roughly 10 acres - on McBride Rd (only a short distance from the main farm). 

Minter’s Farm grows its produce using sustainable practices to preserve the land and ensure a healthy crop. Everything we use on the farm (fertilizers and pesticides) is approved for Certified Organic farming and our practices are reflective of this system. Not only do we use these methods, but we also do crop rotations, use cover crops and mulching and many other practices to preserve the land we’re using. Our high tunnels have proved to be quite effective in extending our growing seasons and we’re excited to let everyone benefit from these structures. In fact, we were able to build two smaller, homemade high tunnels over the winter this year. 
If you have any questions about the farm, our practices or just want to know more, please contact us and we’ll answer your questions to the best of our knowledge.

Membership Agreeement 
Overview

Our program is separated into two sessions – 14 weeks in total. The first session will be 7 weeks in length, beginning June 20th and ending August 5th. The second session is also 7 weeks and will begin September 26th and end November 11th. There are options for full shares and half shares. Each share will consist of 7 items (vegetables, fruits, jams, etc.). The full share IDEALLY will be for a family of 3-4 for one week (or 2 vegetarians) and the half share will IDEALLY be for a family of 1-2 (or 1 vegetarian) for the week. **There are no guarantees with how much the share size will feed - This will depend heavily on how often you cook and how much you cook.**
There will be the occasional time we may have to purchase produce outside of our farm. We will purchase from farmers we know using practices similar to ours. Mother Nature is unpredictable and crop failures happen, but we will try to maintain everything will be grown here on the farm the best that we can. 

Pick-up Locations:
When signing up, be sure to choose your pick-up location. Minter’s Farm’s goal is to ensure you have the freshest items available to you each week. 
There will be a specific number of slots for each day. We will try to fit you in on the day you first pick. If that day is already filled, we will notify you of other options and go from there.

Directions to the market: (From 54/74 intersection) Take GA Hwy 54 East toward Fayetteville. At the first red light after you leave the intersection, get in the left turning lane. Bank of America will be ahead on your left. Turn here and you will see the tents for the market. Minter’s Farm is located closer to the second entrance to the parking lot. Look out for our tent and trucks. Check in and we will get your shares to you immediately.
**If you fail to pick up a box, you will not be refunded. The box will be donated to a food bank in our local community. If you cannot pick up a box, we recommend you having a family member, friend or neighbor pick it up for you. It will be a great way to share some locally grown items. 
If you are going to be late or early picking up your share, let us know plenty of time in advance. We will have everything put together for you if you need to come early. 

Vacation

Please let us know when you will be out of town so we know not to expect you. Also, let us know if someone else is coming for you. We need their name on our check-in list in order for them to pick up your share. Email or call us with plenty of advance notice to let us know who and when they will pick up their share. If you notify us in plenty of time, we can arrange for a different pick-up day. We will work with you as much as we can. It’s our job to make this an enjoyable experience for everyone.  

Weekly Newsletters

Minter’s Farm will be sending out a weekly CSA Newsletter describing what will be included in the week’s share and will include recipes. Please feel free to send us some of your favorites and we would love to publish them, both in the newsletter and on our website. The newsletters will go out on Tuesdays to give you a heads-up on the bounty for the week. The newsletters will be coming from stephanie@mintersfarm.com. Be sure to add this email to your address book so we won’t be blocked and so you will have contact information for us readily available.
Pricing
The price includes items used for processing your shares throughout the year. This will include cloth bags (quantity depending on share size), containers for fruits, etc., jars, etc..

Full Share:
The full share will be $405 for both sessions or $202.50/session. There will be 7 items in each share and each item will be the portion size of a $4-6/basket like we would have at the farmers market or like you would see at the grocery store. 
Half Share:
The half share will be $210 for both sessions or $105/session. There will also be 7 items in each share, but each item will be the portion size of a $2-$3 basket at the market or grocery store. 
If there’s a crop failure (which are known to happen, unfortunately), a CSA Program is one where everyone shares the downfalls. We will do everything within our means to prevent total disasters from happening, but there may be things outside of our control that arise. We will, then, go to another farmer to help supplement and also add some additional items to your share – jams, honey, etc..
**The Members share in the inherent risks of agriculture (poor weather, drought, disease, early frost, crop failure and so on) and rewards (the bounty from a good season).**
Just as with crop failures, there may be occasions where the crop is bountiful! We’ll never truly know how this all will happen. We will let you know when we have an excess of a product and you can let us know if you’d like extras (for example: corn to put away in your freezer). If you would like to order extras, let us know. Our weekly newsletter will inform you of the extras.
Substitutions will not be allowed (other than the case of allergies) – we ask that you consider passing along your not-so-favorites to neighbors to share. It’s a great way to spread local produce in the community!
Payment:
Minter’s Farm will be using a web-based program to help assist in the paperwork involved in this CSA Program. Our current merchant company, First Data, will be handling our credit card transactions and provides us all with excellent security and safety precautions. 
Payment Options

You may pay via cash, check or credit depending on your payment schedule.  
Payment Schedules
If you are paying in full for both sessions when signing up: Full share - $405; Half share - $210
If you are paying in 2 installments: Full Share - $202.50 up front and $202.50 in September; Half Share - $105 up front; $105 in September.
If you are paying monthly (will be calculated based on the month the Tuesday fall on):

Broken down to weekly costs: 
Both sessions paid up front: Full shares – roughly $28.93/week; Half shares - $15/week 

Each session paid separately or paid monthly: - Full shares - $29.75/week; 

Half shares - $15.75/week.
If you are paying monthly, you must pay at the beginning of the next pay period. This is not a recurring payment since the prices are different for each month.

Large, unusual items will need longer to acquire (Boston butts, etc.), so we will need 7 days notice to place these special orders.

Once the Membership Contract is signed, the sign-up is complete, and all information is returned to Minter’s Farm, you will receive an email congratulating you on signing up for the 2017 CSA Program and things will progress from there.
